On Campus Sleepover Policy

_________ Baptist Church
1. Any on-campus indoor group sleepovers shall be limited to the Recreation Outreach Center.

2. There must be no fewer than 2 adults for every 12 participants in a sleepover.  
3. In the event of cross-gender sleepovers, there must be at least 2 adults per gender for every 12 participants of each gender.
4. Permission slips must be obtained from parents of all minors.

5. In the event of a cross-gender sleepover, boys and girls must sleep in separate rooms properly supervised with same gender leaders.  Supervisors must sleep in the same room.
6. As long as any participants are awake, one of the leaders must also be awake to ensure monitoring of safe behavior.
7. Information sheet regarding emergencies must be obtained from the parent(s) of minors, including numbers and locations where parents can be reached.
8. Appropriately modest sleeping attire must be worn.
9. Arrangements are required for on-site security personnel to be present for any sleepover.
10. Final calendar approval is subject to approval by the Administrative and Security Teams.
11. Outdoor sleepovers are prohibited.

12. The Family Promise Ministry is “grandfathered in” to this policy and allowed to use the Joy Building for their ministry which includes housing a limited number of homeless families overnight.  These activities are subject to the policies of the Family Promise Ministry.  There are no other exceptions to this policy.
